Eeering: The TecnoDec uses lne same bearing design as the current
GyrÒDec. We emplcy a r"rnique inverted bearing that locates the point
ol rolaliùn abov€ ihe centre oí gravity of the platler. This makes the
plalierl'bearjnE a self-sÌabilisinq component that can not be provoked
into rockinE modes.

Our bearing r;tilizes an inverìed case-hardened sleel shafl secured
upright in an oil r,vell, whirh is threaded into the sub chassis from
below. A nrassive bronze housing, orecise-machined as a pair with
the shaft. rs altached io ihe ljiaìler via an integral slainless steel
platter spindle. Athrust ball sits on the flat top of the shaft, centralised
by an inverted cone machined into lhe top of the bronze housing.

i-he bearing housing has a spi[al machined inÌo rts inner bore to draw
hìgh quality synthetic oii from the oii well to the iop of the bearing
shaft as the housing rctaies with the platter. An off centre hole is
dÍlled Írom the lcp of the steel shaft down into the oil well allowing
the trapped oil Ío relurn to lhe bottom. This unìque oil pumping

mechanism i'esulls in Lrltra iow frictìon and wear, and virtually
Ímmeasurable (and certainly ina. dible) rumble and noise figures.
